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YOUNG VOTERS;  (Voting is a new experience for them) 

Direct meetings with young voters of the Secondary and higher education

Electoral education of young voters was materialized with a series of meetings in
all with young people studying in secondary schools and universities.

The election period
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Five National Minorities; (Adaptation of all education materials, information in
their own language)

There are five minorities in our country : Greek, Macedonian, Roma, Montenegrins
and Romanian.

•Direct meetings with national minority voters

•Realization of the poster illustrating the ballot papers in their own

language

The election period
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PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES; (Adaptation of educational materials, information
for each category depending on the type of disability)

- Creation of an informative spot regarding persons with disabilities.

- Employment of persons with disabilities as temporary staff

For the 2015 local elections, the CEC hired 13 disabled people at the CEC
administration (education, training), additionally to the Regional
Electoral Offices in order to follow different dynamics of voting problems

related to this category

- Sensitizing state institutions for the establishment of facilities
enabling disabled voters to vote

The election period
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WOMEN; (Tackling the phenomenon of family voting faced by this target group)

Women's education through television spots and printed media

CEC produced education materials as a special spot, and leaflets, which
gave a clear message of encouragement to sensitize women of all ages

and professions, rural areas based women, housewives, etc. Materials
aimed to reach women's awareness for:

• Prevention of family voting;

• Promoting women's participation in elections;

• Exercise of voting by women directly and unaffected;

The election period
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ROMA; (Target group which faces difficult economic and social conditions, in a very 
unfavourable position compared with the rest of the population).

Direct meetings with roma voters

Roma voters are the most marginalized social groups and suffers from a lack of
information and socialization due to illiteracy, extremely difficult economic
conditions. CEC conduced voter education meetings, with the participation of
Roma women and youth.

The election period
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VOTER EDUCATION FOR PREVENTION OF CRIMMINAL OFFENSES RELATED TO
ELECTIONS

Besides realization of spots to target specific groups CEC in cooperation with the
Prosecution Office provided an awareness spot for voters education and those
responsible for accomplishment of electoral tasks related with the prevention of
criminal offenses to elections.
